The highest number of casualties was recorded in 2002, mainly due to the from January 1979 to
devastating UEMS incident that occurred in Lagos, Nigeria. More recently, the ? December 2024
incident in Bata, Equatorial Guinea in 2021 caused hundreds of deaths.
