UEMS: Incidents and consequences

Casualties of UEMS, 1979—2021: During the period January 1979 to December 2021, more than 30,000 casualties resulting from UEMS incidents were recorded. The highest number of casualties
was recorded in 2002, mainly due to the devastating UEMS incident that occurred in Lagos, Nigeria. Similarly, the incident in Abadan, Turkmenistan, in 2011 and the one in Brazzaville, Republic
of Congo, in 2012 contributed strongly to the spikes in 2011 and 2012.
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Casualties per year vs. incidents per year:** The main goal of dealing with UEMS is not to prevent incidents altogether—which is impossible—but Total casualties of all UEMS incidents

to mitigate the consequences for the victims of these incidents. from January 1979 to December 2021
